Wildlife Conservation Nepd had gone to the ste with DNPWC personnd to see the
wildlife seizures and teke notes. With consultation of Wildlife Trust of India, a leopard
skin and otter skin had a Sgnature that had been previoudy recorded in India
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Today security has been a mgor focus in Nepa's highway. Motor vehicles are stopped
and checked by security forces, despite al these efforts, trading of wildlife products ill
occur. We need to be more vigilant if we are to arrest trade in wildlife. We aso need to

monitor and provide trainings to enforcement agencies to identify wildlife products.
